If you have tested positive
for Covid, please stay home and follow public health guidelines, you
may still be legally required to isolate. If you have new or worsening
symptoms (Cough, Sore Throat, Fever, Shortness of Breath, Loss of
Taste or Smell), please do not attend church.

o Keep Us Informed. Please inform the office if you have tested positive
for, or been exposed to, COVID-19. Your identity will not be revealed,
but this information is very for us so that we can properly support you
and safeguard the parish from outbreaks.

e Consider Masking. St. Paul’s does still encourage masking for anyone
that wishes to safeguard against infection. However, as of March 20th,
St. Paul’s is no longer requiring masking for those in attendance. We
have masks available at both entrances.

o Physical Distancing. St. Paul’s does still encourage physical distancing
for anyone that wishes to safeguard against infection. However, as of
March 20th, St. Paul’s is no longer requiring physical distancing for
those in attendance.

e Vaccine/Booster. Government and health authorities strongly
recommend that all eligible individuals get their vaccination or booster
for COVID-19 to mitigate serious outcomes from the virus and to
reduce the spread of infections.
